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Theory and Practice of
School-University Collaboration
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(Abstract)

Since the mid-1980s of the 20th century, it has become
a widely accepted idea to improve both the quality of
schooling and teacher education through school-
university collaboration.  Based on a simple review
of the background on which this idea occurred, this
article will explore the theories of some advocates (such
as Holmes Group and John Goodlad) and the issues of
collaboration in practice (such as the benefits and con-
flicts that teachers may gain and encounter during
collaboration, as well as teacher profession
development).  Important themes of collaboration (such
as collaborative inquiry) are also discussed.
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
