Abstract: This paper claims that the teaching of Chinese as second lan-
guage should seriously consider the Yuti (roughly, Register-Stylistic)
Grammar newly proposed in the literature (Tao, 1999, Zhang 2005, Feng
2010). It is argued that Yuti must be distinguished from genre and it is
strictly defined in terms of a grammatical system used to adjust relational
distances between speakers and listeners in direct communication. Based on
the theory developed in Feng 2010, Formal/Casual and Elevated/Plain® are
two basic categories in the Yuti system and hence different Yuti categories
(i.e., [+Formal] & [+Elevated]) employ different grammatical devices while
