Directly quoting from a work

e Using the original words, phrases, or sentences of
another (in quotation marks) to make a point.

e Include the author, year of publication, and the page
number for the reference (preceded by "p.").

e According to Lee (2008), "Students often had
difficulty writing research papers" (p. 36).

e Lee (2008) found that "students often had difficulty
writing research papers” (p. 36). OR



If the author Is not named In a signal
phrase

e place the author's last name, the year of
publication, and the page number In parentheses
after the quotation.

e She stated, "Students often had difficulty writing
research papers," but she did not offer an
explanation as to why (Lee, 2008, p. 36).



_ong quotations

e  Set the quotation marks off if the quote Is more
than three lines.

Jones's (1998) study found the following:

Students often had difficulty using APA style,
especially when it was their first time citing sources.
This difficulty could be attributed to the fact that
many students failed to read the manual in detail or
to ask their teacher for help. (p. 199)

Paraphrasing

e Write in your own words.
e A more detailed restatement than a summary, which focuses
concisely on a single main idea.

The original passage:

Probably
only about 10% of your final manuscript should appear as directly
quoted matter. Therefore, you should strive to limit the amount of exact
transcribing of source materials while taking notes.

A legitimate paraphrase:

e Lester (1976) found that students often quote excessively in research papers,
failing to keep quoted material down to a desirable level. Since the problem
usually originates during note-taking, he found it essential to minimize the
material recorded verbatim (pp. 46-47).

An acceptable summary:

e Lester (1976) suggested that students should take just a few notes in direct
quotation from sources to help minimize the amount of quoted material in a
research paper (pp. 46-47).

A plagiarized version:

e Students often use too many direct quotations when they take notes, resulting
in too many of them in the final research paper. In fact, probably only about
10% of the final copy should consist of directly quoted material. So it is
Important to limit the amount of source material copied while taking notes.

e.g. It was said that...(Ritzer, 1993, p. 192).

Note: APA style requires authors to use the past tense or present perfect
tense when using signal phrases to describe earlier research.
E.g., Jones (1998) found or Jones (1998) has found...

— capitalizes proper nouns, the first word of the title and subtitle

- Alcohol, drugs, and
attention-deficit/hyperactivity disorder: A model for the study
of addictions in youth.



APA: Essential elements of a reference
Iitem (cont.)

e Title of books
— italicizes the title
— capitalizes only the first word and the proper nouns
- The McDonaldization of society.

e Title of Journal
— italicizes the title
— capitalizes all significant words
