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Professor Timothy Kwok had undergraduate medical education and postgraduate
training in Geriatric Medicine in the United Kingdom. He joined the Department of
Medicine & Therapeutics in the Chinese University of Hong Kong in 1994, and
became professor in 2006.

He has been director of the Hong Kong Jockey Club Centre for Positive Ageing, a
comprehensive care centre for people with dementia, since 2004. He is council
member of the Hong Kong Geriatrics Society and President of the Hong Kong
osteoporosis foundation.
