LASEC Policy on Technical Support

LASEC technical support is co-operative and this research occurs in a safe environment that is conducive to good research. LASEC makes available appropriate equipment for use and that the facilities are well maintained.

1. Support is given to researchers by all technical and professional staff.
2. Where researchers are unfamiliar with animal injecting, oral administration, operating or culling procedures, they shall request the services of LASEC staff for assistance or training. 
3. Support is given to hold animals, administer drugs, take blood and prepare animals for surgery as required to ensure that the animals continue to be handled in a humane and appropriate manner. 
4. LASEC provides appropriate equipment for the use of researchers. A list of all capital equipment in the facility is kept by the Senior Technician in charge of Operations.
5. Users using equipment or carrying out procedures for the first time shall be given training and ongoing supervision by the appropriate technician or professional staff. 
6. Where researchers are trained in these techniques, they may be asked to complete a customer feedback form.
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
