Safety Policy

Mission Statement:

The Laboratory Animal Services Centre is completely committed to fostering an environment safety for its employees and users.  

Responsibilities:
The DIRECTOR must ensure that all employees and users work in an environment not hazardous to their health and safety.  A SAFETY COMMITTEE designated by the employees will be responsible for maintaining open communication regarding safety and health issues between the employees and the Director. Its duties are to assist in the promotion of safety and health at work of employees.  The Safety Coordinator is responsible for monitoring the implementation of the safety policy. 

Employees and users also have responsibilities when working in the Animal Center.  They must raise any safety concerns they may have with the Safety Coordinator, who will convey their concerns to the Director.  The Director and Safety Coordinator will rectify the problem.  

All employees and users are required to be trained in laboratory safety including the safe handling of animals.

Periodic reviews (audits) will be made by the Director or his nominee to make sure the employees and users are following the safety policy.

New revisions to this Safety Policy will be made as the need arises.
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
