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The CUHK Golden Jubilee Scholarships and Bursaries Fund is supported by the 50th 

Anniversary Caring Alumni EcoCampus Trial project aiming at educating the general public 

about our green campus.  A total of 11 donors have generously donated $330,000 ($30,000 each) 

for adopting plaques in the form of poles located in our College territory.  The donors’ names 

will be engraved on the plaque as a token of appreciation.  All the donations will be contributing 

to the College scholarships and bursaries for the needy students with effect from the 2014-15 

academic year.  Regulations governing the award of the scholarships are detailed below. 

 

1. Name of the Scholarships 

The scholarships will be named “CUHK Golden Jubilee Scholarships and Bursaries Fund” 

and in Chinese 「香港中文大學金禧獎助學金基金」. 

 

2. Number and Value 

Each year there will be 3 awards of scholarships (HK$10,000 each) with a total amount of 

HK$330,000.   

 

3. Selection Criteria 

To be eligible for the Scholarships, candidates should: 

- be full-time undergraduate students affiliated to Lee Woo Sing College; and 

- have outstanding performance or contribution in promoting green life, energy saving 

and environmental conservation. 

  

4. Administrative Procedures 

-  The Scholarships is open for application. All applications will be sent to the 

Scholarships and Bursaries Committee of the College for consideration and 

nomination.  

-  The awardees may need to meet with the donor to share their learning experiences at 

CUHK.  

- The Scholarships will be administered by the College Office of Lee Woo Sing College 

in accordance with the above regulations. 
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
