United College Funding Scheme for Enhancing Diversity and Inclusiveness

The Fund is designed to support student bodies in organising activities and events promoting diversity and
inclusiveness on campus.

Eligibility

Any student body registered under United College can apply for funding provided that the proposed activity or event
including elements to promote diversity and inclusiveness on campus.

Funding

The maximum amount of funding available per application is $5,000. The actual amount awarded will depend on the
merits and budgets of the proposal and the availability of funds. Each student body can receive funding for up to two
activities or events per academic year.

Funding Criteria

The following criteria will be used to assess funding applications:

e The extent to which the objectives of the activities facilitate promotion of diversity and inclusiveness on campus:
l. improve internationalization and cultural integration,
1. create a supportive environment for all participants regardless of age, gender identity, sexual orientation,
relationships, family status, disability, race, ethnicity, or religious beliefs, etc
Ill.  address issues of inequality and discrimination
V. Other items relevant to the objectives.
e Priority for funding will be given to activities that involve a larger number of students, either as participants or
organizers.
e The funding should be acknowledged in the promotional materials of the approved activities.

Application Process

Student bodies interested in applying for funding should submit a written proposal to Mr. Derek YIP at
derekyip@cuhk.edu.hk. The proposal should outline the details of the proposed activity or event, including the
purpose, goals, target audience, budget, and timeline and also include a brief explanation of how the proposed activity
or event will promote diversity and inclusiveness on campus.

Approval Process

The United College Committee on Inclusive Excellence will review funding applications on a rolling basis and make
funding decisions based on the criteria listed above. Applicants will be notified of the Committee's decision within 14
working days of submitting the proposal.

Reimbursement

Funding will be provided to student bodies in the form of reimbursement for expenses incurred up to the maximum
amount granted. The student body will be required to submit activity evaluation report and a financial report with
proof of expenses, such as receipts and invoices for reimbursement within 30 days of the completion of the activity or
event.
