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Abstract  
Seismologists have made great efforts to image the Earth structure and its temporal evolution. With the 
accumulation of global and local seismic data in the recent years, we have obtained more and more clear 
picture of the Earth structure. Despite the recent progress in imaging the Earth at different scales, our 
understanding of temporal evolution of the Earth interior is still quite limited. In this seminar, I will 
describe some seismic experiments and results of monitoring the subsurface velocity using man-made 
seismic sources. 
Speaker  Dr. Wang obtained his PhD degree from the University of Science and Technology of China 
(USTC) in 2003. Then he started to work in the Institute of Geophysics, China Earthquake Administration 
(CEA). Now he is a research professor and the division director of Experimental Geophysics in the Institute 
of Geophysics, CEA.
