II. PROPOSED AGREEMENT
A. PREAMBLE

The Engineering Faculty of CUHK believes that it is impottencontinually strive for an atmosphere of
mutual respect, acknowledgement, and responsibility éetwaculty members and the student body. There-
fore, the CUHK Engineering community strives here to enwteethe specific expectations of each side.
However, this document is not intended to be either comprgitie or limiting in regards to the Univer-
sity’statutes. In the end, simple respect for knowledged ark, and cordial interactions will help build the
environment we seek. Therefore, we remain committed todbal$ of CUHK Engineering, agree to abide
by these principles in our time here, and will encourage @dloér to uphold these responsibilities.

B. STUDENT EXPECTATIONS

We hold that all students have the right to expect:
e a positive, respectful, and engaged academic environmsgide and outside the classroom;

e to attend classes at regularly scheduled times without@imdriations, and to receive before term-end
adequate make-ups of classes that are canceled due to feshaeace of the instructor;

e toreceive a syllabus which should include an outline of thérse objectives, entire course content and
schedule, evaluation criteria, and any other requirenfentsuccessful completion of each course on
the first day of class and to be clearly informed of any changgde to the syllabus during the semester
with reasonable time to adjust to these changes;

e to consult with concerned faculty members and course taustside of usual classroom times through
regularly scheduled office hours or a mutually conveniepbagment;

e to have reasonable access to University facilities andpsgeint in order to complete course assign-
ments and/or objectives;

e to have access to guidelines on University’s definition @fdsemic misconduct within any course;

¢ to have reasonable access to grading instruments andfingreriteria for individual assignments,
projects, or exams and to review graded material in a tineghibn;

e to consult with each course’s faculty member regarding #igipn process for graded course work.

C. FACULTY EXPECTATIONS

We hold that all faculty members have the right to expect:
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a positive, respectful, and engaged academic environmside and outside the classroom;
students to appear for class meetings in a timely fashion;

to select qualified course tutors in consultation with Dépant Chairmen as well as the right to dele-
gate grading, laboratory instruction, tutoring, and otimademic activities to these individuals;

students to appear at office hours or a mutually convenigrdiapnent for official matters of academic
concern;

full attendance at examination, midterms, presentat@md Jaboratories, with the exception of formal
pre-approved excused absences or emergency situations;

students to be prepared for class, appearing with apptepnaterials and having completed assigned
readings and homework;

full engagement within the classroom, including meanihfifaus during lectures, appropriate and
relevant questions, and class participation (for insta@egagement in conversation or phone-calls not
related to the lecture topic at hand should be avoided);

to cancel class due to emergency situations and to coveedhisaterial during subsequent class meet-
ings;

students to act with integrity and honesty.
