It is designed for second-year
major students to develop an ability to analyze and reflect on contemporary human
conditions from a philosophical perspective. Main topics may include: life and death;
the meaning of life; faiths and religions; human’s place in nature; self, freedom, and

rights; technological revolution and human alienation; love and friendship.
