As pointed out by Professor Young
in his welcoming address that by drawing strength from our
bicultural heritage CUHK has always put much emphasis on
general and whole-person education. Indeed, the study of
Chinese culture is one of the five areas of excellence at the
University. Daoism, a religion indigenous to China,
permeates into every aspect of the Chinese way of living.
Not only does Daoism form the core of Chinese religious
thinking, it also constitutes as an integral part in the
development of traditional Chinese culture. The study of
Daoism is indispensable to the understanding of the history,
philosophy, literature, art and culture of China. In this
respect, a number of research projects, as well as
undergraduate and post-graduate courses on Daoist culture
have been set up for long.

Upon a generous donation by Fung Ying Seen Koon, a Five-
Year Donation Agreement between Fung Ying Seen Koon
and the Chinese University of Hong Kong was signed in
2005. The Centre for Studies of Daoist Culture was
thereupon established in the following year.

Being the first research centre devoted to the study of Daoism
on a tertiary level in Hong Kong, the Centre has made
significant achievements in publications, research projects
and learning programmes. Thanks to Fung Ying Seen Koon
for their committed concern to sustain this growing flare of
Daoist studies, the two organizations decided to extend their
collaboration by signing a Second Five-Year Donation
contract. Both parties look forward to a long-term
collaboration in making major contributions to the academic
study of Daoism.
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
