Course Description

Building on the knowledge acquired in GERM2001 this course aims at increasing students' communicative
fluency in oral and written German. Using a variety of classroom activities and multimedia, students will build
up their competence in the four language domains listening, speaking, reading and writing. Through intensive
practice they will be able to communicate in a wide range of social situations with the appropriate awareness
of the pragmatic rules involved. Students receive guidance in the process of composing longer texts
displaying a range of registers and styles relating to past, present and future events.
