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A Study of Master Zhangxue Tongzui's Life and Thought

Abstract

Zhangxue Tongzui (L Z5# ) was one of the most influential masters in Sichuan in
the early Qing Dynasty. He followed in the footsteps of Poshan Haiming (% 1117 B),
teaching in the southwest and presiding over various monasteries, and later restored
Zhaojue Temple as a major base for cultivating monastic talent. He followed Poshan
Haiming in his Chan teachings, emphasizing the practice of Chan with both learning
and participating, and striking for the purpose of enlightenment. His important work,
Chan lamps of Jinjiang (85718 45), which compares the lineage of Chan in Sichuan,
reflects the transmission of Chan and its development and evolution, and makes an
important contribution to the development of Buddhism in Sichuan.
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
